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and controversy — says a lot about the people who serve the taxpayers of Two Rivers.

The TRBA is made up of many of the business owners in the city. We know how tough it
is to balance the needs of service with financial realities. We are also well aware that
employees covered by existing contracts have no reason to re-open those contracts, or to
give back what they have already gained in on-going negotiations. They only do so
because they understand that, at this time, it is best for all to make those personal
sacrifices. Non-union employees have also made those sacrifices.

As business owners, employees, and taxpayers, our members were quite impressed with
the approach taken by city management, unions, and employees. It demonstrates one of
the many reasons we call Two Rivers home, and your actions made us just that much
more proud to do so.
